Scholarship Program 

Kerrville Public Utility Board (KPUB) encourages our local youth to work hard and follow their dreams. 
This scholarship program will provide financial assistance for higher education to local students. 

Awards 
• Two (2) $1,000 per year renewable scholarships for a total of up to $2,000 overall that are

exclusively for accredited trade schools or technical students.
Eligible students may receive $1,000 per year for up to two years.

Eligibility 
• Applicants must be graduating high school seniors who are enrolling for the first time in a full- time

course of study at an accredited technical school, or trade school in the State of Texas.
• Applicants must be able to meet the requirements of the school selected.
• Applicants must have a minimum GPA of 2.5 (on a 4.0 scale) while in high school and, if seeking

renewal of the scholarship, a minimum GPA of 2.5 (on a 4.0 scale) while completing the program.
• Upon initial award, the primary residence of the applicant’s parents/guardians must be served by

KPUB.
• The applicant must submit a completed KPUB Scholarship Application, an official high school

transcript, and two letters of recommendation from teachers, principals, counselors, etc. from the
high school that is currently being attended. Incomplete packets will not be considered.

• Students applying for renewal of the scholarship will have to prove continuing eligibility by
submitting official transcripts each year.

Program Guidelines 
• A Scholarship Selection Committee will choose candidates and an alternate for the available

scholarships to be awarded.
• Scholarships will be granted to attend an accredited technical school, or trade school in the State of

Texas.
• Scholarship recipients must be considered by the registrar to be a full-time student.
• Awarded scholarships will be mailed directly to the Financial Aid Office of the selected school.
